Glen Coudron of MNDOT appeared before the council with a finalized design plan for the 2024
State Highway 4 project, including detailed adjustments. Motion by Olson to carry the
sidewalk on both east and west sides of the highway from Fifth Street to CSAH 28, second by
Miller, carried.

Discussion was held regarding City or EDA owned properties scheduled for demolition; the
county will be contacted to verify which entity owns these properties.

Municipal Liquor Store manager Jamie Leiting was present to discuss PTO hours that have not
been able to be used because of staffing issues.

At this time, Councilor Ringnell was called away to attend an ambulance call and later
participated in discussion via teleconference; he will assist with resolving Facebook and City

Website issues.
